Visitors should actually purchase the money-saving New York City Pass which
enables you to view art and antiquities in Metropolitan Museum of At, Museum
of Modern Art, investigate dinosaur bones at the American Museum of Natural
History, spiral around the Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum, enjoy the vista
from the Empire State Building Observatory and take a two-hour Circle Line
harbor cruise.
The Empire State Building - the tallest buildng in New York City (381 m).
offers spectacular views from the famously breathtaking 86"-floor observation
deck. On a clear day you can see forever but i's especially magical at night,
when queues can be shorter. It was the tallest building in the world until 1971
My personal favourite though, is the 77-story Chrysler Building at Lexington
Avenue and 42 Street.
